We great-

ly appreciated the gift of the 

press as well as the transpor-

tation to get this press to 

Crossroads Baptist Church in 

Girard, KS.  We are praying 

that the press is up and run-

ning soon to help with the 

printing of numerous covers 

and tracts. 

I must say it is a blessing to 

have so much going on. The 

logistical support required to 

maintain all of this is intense 

but I’m grateful for the Lord’s 

strength and guidance. As of 

September 1, 2017 it has 

been seventeen years that my 

wife and I have been directing 

the ministry. The Lord has 

been exceedingly gracious to 

us. Seventeen years ago I had 

no idea that the Lord would 

allow us to accomplish what 

He has. We truly believe it is 

because of the support of so 

many churches who are faith-

fully praying, giving and collat-

ing the scriptures so that the

Banuel men-

tioned that some of the men 

and women were beaten as 

they were witnessing and 

passing out the Word to the 

people. The Hindu govern-

ment stance is strengthening 

the anti-Christian population 

and attacks are on the rise.   

Our next container of materi-

als to India will be in October. 

We have Telegu and Tamil 

John/Romans as well as 

tracts that are being printed 

and collated for this contain-

er.  Bro. Banuel is praying 

that it arrives before the mid-

dle of December so they can 

use the Scripture during the 

Christmas season. 

In addition to the two con-

tainers mentioned above we 

are working another contain-

er of English and French for 

Africa. Praise the Lord for 

supplying this truckload of 

paper.  What a blessing that 

the funds have come in for 

this printing.

News From the Mission Field 

My heart is FILLED to overflowing!!! As many of you know, we have been diligently going house to house in our “Jerusalem.”  

The Lord wonderfully provided 271,000 John and Romans through Bro. Samuel Martin and World Missions Bearing Precious 

Seed.  This past Saturday we passed out more than 1,000 John and Romans from house to house, each with an English Gospel 

tract and a Nyanja one as well. 

I received a phone call this week from one of those tracts, and I went this morning to meet with Mr. Michael Mulenga in the 

Zambia Compound, the poorest and most populated area of Kafue. We had a time of serious prayer before setting out.  Only 

God can reach a heart and convict of sin, righteousness and judgment. 

When we arrived at the Compound, we started passing out some John and Romans and Gospel tracts waiting for Michael 

and we were literally MOBBED by school children.  At one point, I climbed on the back of the vehicle to hand them out with-

out getting crushed!  A police officer rom the nearby Police Post literally came and chased them at one point because of the 

commotion! 

We collected our breath and then went with Michael to his little concrete block house to begin the Bible study. 

Michael (pictured standing to the far left) had studied with the “Jehovah Witnesses” for three months before figuring out  

something was wrong and, in his own words, “has just been sitting home, until we came,” meaning that he was not attending 

any type of church at all. 

After we entered the house, he pulled out the John and Romans that one of us 

had brought to his house last Saturday from under his homemade couch cush-

ion where it was stored to keep it safe! 

We spent almost four hours with him, his Aunt, and also his wife Bridgette 

who had joined us towards the end. 

We could literally SEE the Word of God bring conviction to Michael’s heart.  

After covering Romans 3:10, James 26:10, Isaiah 64:6, Eph. 2:8,9 and other 

Scriptures… it clicked and he gravely asked, “Who then can be saved?” We 

covered more scripture to give him the Bible answer, we then had the privilege 

of hearing him cry out to the Lord to save him.
