CONTAINER ARRIVES IN GHANA, AFRICA 

We received word from Missionary James Ruckman the container we loaded in October from Eastside Baptist Church in Sioux

This container held 253,955 English John and Romans along with 3,960 New Testaments, and 197 whole Bibles for national pas-

We have also picked up the first 400,000 covers from the printer 
with another 600,000 covers ordered.  We are excited with the re-
sults of the Philippine cover posted to the right.

I praise the Lord He allows me to print His Word 
and send to those in need and to those desiring to have a copy 
for themselves.   

COVID has not only affected the world in health and job securi-
ty but it has also caused chaos for overseas shipments.  2020 
certainly had its difficulties for us in obtaining containers for 
shipping. Locking in dates with the shipping companies for 
loading was at its best, difficult.   This resulted in time and time 
again delayed shipping dates and delays in cargo arriving in 
country on time. 

We started off the New Year with the loading of two contain-
ers that were delayed in shipping from December 2020  due to 
shipping issues.  I’m praying that 2021 will see six containers 
shipped to the mission field. This will help to fill requests for 
Thailand, the Philippines and Africa.  

We are excited to report that our annual “One Booklet, One 
Soul” campaign was a tremendous success this year.  The in-
crease in funds received for paper and printing was above and 
beyond anything we expected. Thank you for responding so 
generously.  As a result of paper prices dropping to the lowest 
price I have seen in my 20 years of ministry, we will be able to 
print all 1 million English Scripture and covers that has been 
requested for the Philippines. God has multiplied the amount 
we can do by lowering prices and increasing the number of 
churches working Scripture.   

This past year we set up three new Seedline churches. We 
have two more churches to visit this month who will also be-
come Seedline churches.  This will give us a total of 40 Seedline 
churches throughout the U.S. 

Over the last couple of years we’ve had the privilege of net-
working with other ministries of like mind which has allowed 
us to produce and distribute more Scripture (John and Romans 
and New Testaments) than ever before, both foreign and do-
mestic. It’s a blessing to work with these ministries which in 
turn has increased the number of scripture portions received 
on the mission fields. 

There are three more containers of Thai Scripture left to work  
and ship. Only a few pallets of Thai signature are in the Bible 
Barn. Mid January I will start the distribution of English to 
seedline churches. 

Please pray for Barb and I as we will be traveling this winter in 
the Midwest and Mid-Southern states.  We have missions con-
ferences to attend and distribution of the Thai and English 
Scripture to Seedline churches. Thank you in advance for all 
the prayers and support as we continue directing the World 
Missions BPS effort. It is a privilege to serve the Lord! 

We want to say thank you for your faithful support of prayers, 
giving and laboring in this great ministry. We rejoice in God’s 
goodness to us throughout 2020 and look forward to seeing 
His plan for us in the New Year.  We know that He has great 
things in store.
