Two containers were loaded this winter on January 4th from Preach Evangelistic Ministries in Sey-
mour, Missouri for Missionary Curtis Hall and BEST Ministries. These containers have now arrived
safely in Thailand with a total of 418,048 Thai John and Romans and 25,000 Thai New Testaments.
Bro. Miles Wallis of Midwest Seedline Ministries and his Pastor, Pastor Delbert Davis of Talking Rock
Road Baptist Church were on hand to help load the containers. What a tremendous help these min-
istries were in getting the containers loaded in a timely manner.

These John and Romans and New Testaments are already being distributed to churches and being
placed in the hands of the Thai people. What better gift to receive than God’s Printed Word in their
own language!

In between preaching services for the mission’s conference in Hartford City, Indiana | traveled to
Winona Lake, Indiana to meet Pastor Don Williams. | picked up the Thai New Testaments which Pastor
Williams and the folks of Hope Baptist Church glue bound for us. These faithful workers glue bound a
total of 25,000 New Testaments which were loaded in containers with the Thai John and Romans for
Missionary Curtis Hall and BEST Ministries.

We just completed the printing of 1 million English for the Philippines
as our newest project. Thank you for giving funds last fall to make
this project possible. It was such a blessing to be able to purchase
five truck loads of paper as a part of our “Rolls for Souls” campaign.
Due to the costs of paper prices going down we were able to pur-
chase five truckloads of paper for the price of three. PRAISE THE
LORD!

For our next project, Bro. Paul Prichard at PREACH Ministries has
requested a container of French for Africa. If you would like to give
towards this project it would be greatly appreciated. As | have men-
tioned before, many countries of the world don’t have access to Bi-
bles or even a portion of Scripture. This is the case for this particular
project. As God provides we will supply.

In addition to the Gospels, we have been able to print several thou-
sand New Testaments and whole Bibles. This was made possible due
to Bro. Deneau’s fund raising and the help of Church Bible Publishers.

We thank the Lord for your help in providing the Printed Word of
God for the mission field. It truly is plenteous!

We were excited to see the Spring flowers blooming in Missouri
when we were there. It was a time of refreshing for us as well, see-
ing so much getting accomplished at the Church Camp and the Print
Shop building. | know many of our church folks are ready to get back
and start assembling the Word of God in the soon-to-be completed
clean, comfortable area.

Now, we are in Michigan. There are still some piles of snow, and it
will probably snow again, but for now, the sun is shining and it feels
like Spring. So far, our doctors appointments have all gone well and
we expect the rest to continue that way. God has been good to us,
and we are anxious to return to Missouri.

The Arabic Whole Bibles are ready to go to press. The proof copy
has been shipped and is waiting only to be looked over and approved
before the actual printing begins. We could “see” the presses rolling
on this printing of 5,000 of these (which will be about 500 cartons
full) printed, and completed in the next few weeks and ready for
shipment to hungering souls. PLEASE PRAY!

The proof copy for the upcoming 15,000 Telugu New Testaments will
be ready soon as well, and those will be sent to Bible Baptist Church
of Selma, Indiana where they will be collated and perfect bound and
prepared for shipping. They have had a major financial part in this
project as well. Their hearts have been in getting Telugu Scriptures
into India for more than 40 years. God has blessed that. The first
Scriptures we physically assembled were Telugu at that church near-
ly 40 years ago, and at that time, they were printed one sheet at a
time, and it took considerable walking around a table to produce one
John-Romans. God has multiplied the work of our hands through the
use of large roll presses and enables us to get out more Scripture
portions each year in many languages, for His Glory!

Continue to pray (and to give) as we strive to meet our goals for sev-
eral MILLION copies of John-Romans being printed, assembled and
shipped in 2021 to Africa (English and French) Philippines (English),
Thailand (Thai), Mexico (Spanish), as well as meeting the requests for
the personalized John-Romans here in churches in America.

Praise the Lord with us as we enter this Spring season and see more
churches “opening up” and getting more involved in the things of the
Lord, after our long “season of Covid.” Many more churches are
helping us assemble the Scriptures and we are seeing more hands-on
participation and more donations for paper. Luke 8:11 reminds us
that, “...The seed is the word of God.” And Haggai 2:19 says, “Is the
seed yet in the barn?...” Thank you to everyone that is helping us get
the SEED out of the “barn” and into the hearts of people around the
WORLD in 2021!
